The Waco Branch of the American Association of University Women was 

formed in 1926 with Mrs. William Cameron as President.  After that time, the Waco Branch became involved in many community activities among which were awarding scholarships, through the Allen-Wildish and Wedemeyer-Malone Scholarships Funds, to women pursuing college degrees; providing financial support for the Waco Symphony; and providing judges for the Central Texas Regional Science Fair and the History Fair. 

Of particular significance was a program organized and presented each year by the Waco Branch entitled "Expanding Your Horizons," a day-long 

conference for junior high girls who visited Texas State Technical 

College and McLennan Community College where speakers, workshops and    

tours introduced them to career possibilities involving mathematics and 

science.  Strong support was also given to Storybook Christmas project 

which encourages young children to read.

The Waco Branch withdrew from the Association in 2001.
