I hope the media’s description of 
who we are and the actions we are taking inspire many local groups to make a sustaining difference.” – Rufi

Many Americans know about the inspiring book clubs of female media celebrities like Arianna Huffington and 
Oprah Winfrey. Most have not heard about unsung book club heroes like Rufi Natarajan.  
Rufi is a mid-50s, Pakistani-American businesswoman who lives in Houston, TX. Her book club of smart, engaging 
women recently read Half the Sky: Turning Oppression into Opportunity for Women Worldwide by Pulitzer Prize-
winning authors Nicholas Kristof and Sheryl WuDunn.
